DUTY of CARE

Gladesville-Hornsby Football Association issues the following items under its “Duty of Care” –

1. GLASSES worn on the field of play – No spectacles can be worn in either mini or competition football unless they have plastic lens and frames.    The preferred type are the wrap-a-round sports glasses.
2. PLAYING UP – No-one should be playing up more than 2 years above their age group up to and including under 16s.
The Club should be aware that in respect to any  girls who are registered above their age group or are likely to play up in an age group above their correct age group at any time during the season, it is the responsibility of the Club and the Club Coaches to make sure that they are physically able to cope with that age group..
3. SIDELINE ROPES – All Clubs should make sure that their sideline ropes and poles are not dangerous both to players and spectators.   They must be back 3 metres and must give if someone runs into them.   Poles must not have sharp edges on them.

4. CORNER POLES – These MUST be a minimum of 5 foot in height.
5. Any Club using Portable Goalposts must make sure they comply at all times with the “Portable Goalpost Policy” issued by Soccer NSW.

6. WATER BOTTLES – Clubs are reminded of the dangers of allowing drink bottles to be shared. Test results show that sharing drink bottles occurs more frequently in sport and therefore places sports persons at a high risk of many diseases, particularly meningococcal.   Players must have their own drink bottle and the team officials are to ensure that players use only their own bottle.
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
